24.28    Sec. 11. UNIVERSITY OF MINNESOTA MINNEAPOLIS AREA 

24.29NEIGHBORHOOD ALLIANCE.

24.30    Subdivision 1. Definitions. (a) For purposes of this section, the following terms 

24.31have the meanings given them.

24.32    (b) "Alliance" means a representative body of the constituencies, including, but 

24.33not limited to, the University of Minnesota, the city of Minneapolis, and the recognized 

24.34neighborhood organizations and business associations referenced in the report.

25.1    (c) "Board" means the Board of Regents of the University of Minnesota.

25.2    (d) "Report" means the report and appendix entitled Moving Forward Together: 

25.3University of Minnesota Minneapolis Area Neighborhood Impact Report, submitted to 

25.4the legislature in February 2007.

25.5    (e) "University partnership district" or "district" means the area located within the 

25.6city that includes the neighborhoods of Cedar-Riverside, Marcy-Holmes, South East 

25.7Como, Prospect Park, and University, as they are defined by the city, and the university's 

25.8Minneapolis campus.

25.9    (f) "Tier two impact zone" means the neighborhoods of northeast Minneapolis that 

25.10house significant numbers of university students and staff. Transportation and housing 

25.11policy analysis and planning must include these areas but they must not be included in 

25.12the projects funded through the alliance.

25.13    (g) "University" means the University of Minnesota.

25.14    Subd. 2. Alliance; functions. The alliance may facilitate, initiate, or manage 

25.15projects with the board, city, or other public or private entities that are intended to 

25.16maintain the university partnership district as a viable place to study, research, and live. 

25.17Projects may include, but are not limited to, those outlined in the report, as well as 

25.18efforts to involve students in activities to maintain and improve the university partnership 

25.19district; cooperative university and university partnership district long-term planning; and 

25.20incentives to increase homeownership within the district with particular emphasis on 

25.21employees of the university and of other major employers located within the district.

25.22    Subd. 3. Report. The board must report to the legislature by January 15, 2009, on 

25.23the expenditure of funds appropriated under section 3.
